HISTORY OF THE HALL
The Public Hall, and attached Carnegie Library, was built by Shirehampton Parish Council, on land donated by Mr Philip Napier Miles. It was completed in 1904, and is now a Grade II listed building. It has since been used for a variety of community activities. In 1988, the Shirehampton Public Hall Community Association was set up. Since that date, the Association, which is run entirely by volunteers, has managed the Hall on a day to day basis, in partnership with the owner, Bristol City Council.

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Shirehampton Public Hall is in Station Road, Shirehampton, close to the Village Green and the local Shopping Centre. The Hall itself provides an excellent venue for plays, concerts, exhibitions and large parties. It includes a stage, and its balcony gives audiences a good view of the stage. There is also a meeting room which can accommodate up to 20 people, and another room suitable for smaller meetings.

ROOMS FOR HIRE
The Main Hall. The dimensions are 51' by 30', excluding the stage. The stage is the width of the Hall, and is 12' deep. The Hall includes a tiered balcony, which seats 70. The maximum capacity of the Hall is 200 people. It is licensed for public dancing, singing, music, indoor sports, and theatrical performances. The Hall contains a piano.

The Penpole Room measures 20' by 19'. This upstairs room was formerly the children’s section of Shirehampton Public Library.
The Springfield Room is on the ground floor, and measures 12' by 15'.
The Portway Room is upstairs and measures 15' square. 
The Horseshoe Room is upstairs, and measures 12' by 9'. However these rooms are not available for hourly hire.
There is a small kitchen which is suitable for preparing hot drinks and light refreshments.
